July and Auqust 2020

May 2019 elections;

= Chair and Vice Chair
elected and a new
committee structure
agreed;

= Annual Accounts — the
Internal Audit has taken
place and no matters of
significant were raised.
The accounts have been
submitted to the external
auditors for examination
and are available on the
Parish Council website
for review;

= Review and approval of

council documents to
include Terms of
Reference for
committees.

= Strong objections put forward to Horsham District Council regarding the
application for a large scale care home development at Lyons Farm; this
development does not feature in the Slinfold Neighbourhood Plan;

= At the monthly PC Meeting on 30" July, a discussion took place on the

Crosby Farm outline application.
Neighbourhood Plan.

The site was allocated in the Slinfold
The council agreed to support the application for

development but reserved the right to comment upon the detailed plans that

follow;
